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Opinion Poll Results 
The Board of Directors would like to thank everyone who answered the opinion poll recently mailed and attended the 
meeting on November 29th.  The information was invaluable in assisting them to make a very difficult decision.  The 
results were almost evenly split with the votes for Option A, transitioning to a flat fee for all homeowners dues, 
coming out on top by only four votes. 
The BOD has decided to change the community's dues structure so that each homeowner pays the same amount.  You 
should receive a letter in the mail from CCMC with all the details.   

The dues structure change is effective January 1, 2005 and is not retroactive.  
The BOD asked for your opinions to see if trying to change the community's governing documents was something that 
could be accomplished in a such a short time.  The results informed them that there were too many people who 
believed that the dues should go to a flat rate, showing there wasn't a chance the proposal to change the documents 
could pass. 
However, this isn't a lost cause.  Trying to get 91% of any group of people to come together and change anything is a 
very daunting task.  If there are some of you who feel that 91% is a percentage that is too high to meet, get together 
with your neighbors and try to drum up support to lower the percentage.  You would still need 91% to make the 
change, but if you can get the support to change the percentage to a two-thirds majority, then the next time a change 
to the governing documents is needed, the task would not be as daunting as this one.

Have you Heard? 
• Standard window coverings such 

as drapes, shades or blinds must 
be used.  Window coverings other 
than drapes, shades, or blinds 
may NOT be 
allowed, other 
than for move-in 
purposes, in 
which case bed 
sheets are 
allowed to be hung as covering.  
These must be replaced within 60 
days from the date of move-in.  
Newspaper, clothing, foil or other 
non-standard window coverings 
are prohibited at all times. 

• Each owner or resident must 
order his or her trashcans from 
the City of Plano.  Trash cans 
must remain in garage except on 
trash collection days. 

• Trash containers are provided by 
the City of Plano. A regular pick-
up day is determined by the City 
of Plano. A recycling container is 
also provided and is collected 
every other week. Containers 
must be stored in the garage and 
not in public view.  Trash 
containers should be removed 
from view within 24 hours after 
trash pick-up.
