Firework Safety 
Fireworks lead to thousands of 
injuries requiring emergency 
room treatment, according to 
NFPA. These dazzling, but 
dangerous devices can burn up 
to 1200 F and can cause burns, 
lacerations, amputations and 
blindness. 
Stay safe by always leaving 
fireworks to professionals. 
• Stay back at least 500 feet 

from professional fireworks 
displays. 

• Treat all fireworks, 
whether legal or 
illegal for 
consumers, as 

suitable only for use by 
trained professionals. 

• If you find fireworks, do not 
touch them but instead direct 
authorities to them. 

• Leave any area where 
amateurs are using fireworks.

Home Sprinkler 
Systems 

Several homeowners have 
contacted CCMC regarding the 
pressure of their home 
sprinkler systems.  They 
wanted to recommend that 
each homeowner have their 
interior sprinkler system 
inspected.  The City of Plano 
has a registered list of Fire Line 
Testers.  However, Portrait 
Homes recommends Rescom 
Fire Systems at 214-350-1755.  
The contact is Randi Scott.   

Rescom recommends the 
pressure level on the sprinkler 
system be at least 60 – 70 lbs.  
If it is under that level, you 
should have someone check 
your system.  Although we are 
not required to have our 
backflow valves checked each 
year, they do recommend to 
make sure your valves are 
open and pressure level is 
adequate.   

Safe Grilling 
Barbecues are a fire hazard! In 
1998 alone, there 
were 6,100 reported 
home fires involving 
gas or charcoal grills 
in the U.S., leading to $29.1 
million in direct property 
damage, according to NFPA. 
• When using barbecue grills 

on decks or patios, be sure to 
leave sufficient space from 
siding and eaves. 

• Always supervise a barbecue 
grill when in use. 

• Keep children and pets far 
away from grills.
